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1 Corinthians 8:1-3 Knowledge makes arrogant, but love edifies. 2 If anyone
supposes that he knows anything, he has not yet known as he ought to know; 3
but if anyone loves God, he is known by Him.

1 Corinthians 14:26-27 What is the outcome then, brethren? When you
assemble, each one has a psalm, has a teaching, has a revelation, has a tongue,
has an interpretation. Let all things be done for edification.

1 Corinthians 12:4-11 Now there are varieties of gifts, but the same Spirit. 5 And
there are varieties of ministries, and the same Lord. 6 There are varieties of
effects, but the same God who works all things in all persons. 7 But to each one
is given the manifestation of the Spirit for the common good. 8 For to one is
given the word of wisdom through the Spirit, and to another the word of
knowledge according to the same Spirit; 9 to another faith by the same Spirit,
and to another gifts of healing by the one Spirit, 10 and to another the effecting
of miracles, and to another prophecy, and to another the distinguishing of spirits,
to another various kinds of tongues, and to another the interpretation of
tongues. 11 But one and the same Spirit works all these things, distributing to
each one individually just as He wills.

Ephesians 4:15-16 but speaking the truth in love, we are to grow up in all
aspects into Him who is the head, even Christ, 16 from whom the whole body,
being fitted and held together by what every joint supplies, according to the
proper working of each individual part, causes the growth of the body for the
building up of itself in love.
